Steve talked about the invaluable work put in by the Friends group. It is acknowledged that DEH resources are stretched thinly over the many Parks they manage and without the Friends’ work the Parks would be in a sorry state. Of particular note was the effort in obtaining grants that have allowed contractors to perform significant work in the Park which would be out of the scope of the Friend group.

He thanked everyone for the work they have contributed to sustain the Park in the condition it is in without it degrading any further; in particular the ongoing weed control programs that have seen many of the major weeds problems in the Park becoming manageable. He encouraged every one to maintain the work and effort as the weed problems can quickly return and overrun the Park. For example the use of spore water to control bridle creeper may be an important strategy in the future to control this weed

Steve would like to express special thanks to Les, Joyce and Kym for their combined ongoing work within the Park. This has seen a substantial reduction in the weed populations in the Park, in particular bone seed. This has opened up areas for natural regeneration.
