8. President’s report: 

Grazing and other damage by rabbits is a significant threat to the native vegetation in the Park. The Friends have assisted DEH contractors by locating active rabbit warrens within the Park.

Boneseed has been substantially controlled in the Park by volunteers and DEH staff. Considerable progress has been made in controlling dense boneseed in the new block. Excellent results have been achieved and members should be acknowledged for this.

The Trails Alliance has continued with the establishment of the new walking trails. There has been regular usage of these trails by Park visitors.

Friends have introduced more bridal creeper rust into the Park. This biological control is becoming established in some areas within the Park. As yet it is difficult to determine how effective this treatment is.

Department for Correctional Services have provided considerable assistance in boneseed control and locating rabbit warrens.

Mention should be made of the continuing and substantial support of the Friends and good management of the Park by the DEH Rangers.

9. Ranger’s Report.


The following points were covered by Steve.
· The declaration new section of the Park has been completed. It is now an official part of the Park

· Feral pest control has continued through out the year. In particular Gary Norton who has monitored and treated the warrens has reported that a very low percentage of warrens have re-opened. There has been an ongoing program to control boneseed. This has included control by the Friends Group in the Park and contractors through NRM funds in neighboring blocks. This work will benefit the Park. Steve would also like to highlight the work being carried out by the friends group in controlling boneseed. He feels the park is in the best condition he has ever seen it in. Fox baiting has also continued in the Park.

· Trails. A new system of trails has been established in the Park. At the moment the maps at the trial heads and the trials do not match. There is a need to develop new maps to remove confusion
· Bridal creeper threat. Rust has been spread in the Park and is providing an increasing level of control of the pest. Unfortunately a new form, the Western Cape form has been identified, and is not susceptible to the rust. People are asked to be vigilant if they see possible plants and control them as a matter of priority.

· Overall, Steve wants to thanks all members for their hard work and ongoing support of the Park.
