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 Friends of Sandy Creek Conservation Park.

Welcome to the latest update of the different activities in the Park. At our last working bee we visited a site on the eastern boundary to check on prickly pear and found very few shoots. We are slowly getting this infestation under control. Now that we have had some rain it will be good to see how the Park recovers. 
Park trails.
The focus of work in the Park has been on the trails. The YCC completed a number of days in the Park and have finished some of the trail work.
The Friends of Para Wirra will be spending two days in the Park in June again working on the trails. 

One of the jobs that needs to take place is de-commissioning the old trails. Brush matting will be placed over the old trails as a physical barrier to walkers. This material for this will be sourced from material adjacent to the tracks in a sustainable way.

The trail head interpretive signs have not been finished to date but we are expecting them in the next few weeks. 

Fact sheets.

The group has decided to stock fact sheets in prominent locations outside the park as well as in a box attached to the hostel (with permission). Suitable locations include the Cockatoo Valley Store, Tanunda Visitors Centre, Lyndoch Library and the Gawler Visitor Centre. Although the fact sheet is available on line it was felt that many people do not necessarily have access to the internet especially if they are traveling. By making the fact sheets available, the group feels visitors have a better chance of appreciating the importance and significance of the Park.

Greening Australia youth program.
Green Australia is running a youth conservation program in the Lyndoch area and is looking for appropriate projects. It may be possible for the group to come to the Park although it was felt the group would need good supervison as Rangers would not necessarily be available to help. Paul will follow up with the team leader of the group.

Bird Walk.

We are still planning to have a bird walk in the near future. I’ll let you know when we have the details.
