President’s report: 
Nil

General Business:

1. Adopt a Trail. A request has come from the Department of Environment and Heritage to renew an‘Adopt a Trail’ agreement the Friends Group has with the Department. 

It was felt that more details should be sought regarding the original agreement. Also, there is a move by the Royal Geographic Society to look at the trails within the Park to realign them to make them more sustainable.

It was felt that the group should defer making an agreement until this work is completed within the Park.

Ranger’s report.

1. Erik informed the meeting that the Department is in negotiation with the Fisell Family regarding the purchase of land between the Cecil Rix and Sir Keith Wilson Zone. 

At the moment the amount requested and the amount offered by the Department are some distance apart. The group was asked to consider any funding sources they may be aware of that could approached to help with the purchase.

2. Telecom cabling. Telecom will be laying a new cable along the eastern boundary of park along Pimpala Road. After much discussion with Erik it was decided to run the cable on the inside of the Park boundary as there is valuable undisturbed roadside vegetation. Telecom is aware of the importance of the Park and will undertake boring in sensitive areas and trenching in less sensitive areas. They will also abide by the Departments ‘clean machinery policy’ to ensure diseases and weeds are not brought into the Park.

3. Banksia Trial site. Little activity has taken place in and around the site at the end of last year and this year. This has been disappointing as the Department and the Friends Group has put a lot of effort into maintaining the project to provide reliable data

Eric will contact the University to see what ongoing work will be carried out.

It was felt that the least we could do was to set up a series of photo points so changes could be monitored over the coming years.

Paul will bring his digital camera next working bee to set up these shots.

Next meeting: 

The third Saturday of March, the 15th. Part of the working bee will be spent looking at maps generated form the vegetation survey. A weed control program will be developed using this information
