Business arising from previous minutes:

1. Fisell Block. The Department of Environment and Heritage is in negotiation with the Fisell family over the purchase of the block. These negotiations have resulted in a price that is within the scope of funding bodies. Funds are available from the National Reserve Scheme and through the Metropolitan Open Space funds.

Unfortunately, there is a shortfall of around $15000 plus. This is to make up the purchase price and additional cost such as surveying the block

It is important that the block is purchased and added to the small Park as it would join the two sections of the Park and would halt the slow degrading of the area ie weeds and erosion etc. Some issues relating to the block must be considered including mining leases on some of the area, although these leases are not on the good vegetation. 

The group has decided to undertake a funding raising campaign. Annie and Paul will work on a package that can be sent to potential donors. 

To launch the fund raising the following motion was raised.

Motion. That $1500 of the group’s discretionary funds be used to fund the purchase of the Fisell Block.
