President’s report: Nil

General Business:

1. Maps. Annie has produced a number of maps resulting form the major survey that group has undertaken. Annie explained how it was possible to produce maps depending on the groups needs. She had a number of different maps as examples that looked at different types of pests within the Park showing their distribution and density. These maps were overlaid onto the Park boundaries and existing remnant vegetation.

There was a large amount of discussion regarding the maps and how they could be used or refined. The following major points were raised:

· The maps could help the group to identify priority areas within the Park so resources could be best focused.

· They can be used as a bases and justification of funding proposals 

· That maps identifying threatened and significant species could be produced

· That by adding in contours, soil types etc patterns regarding pest presence and movement may become apparent

· That on ground visits to significant/ important areas in the Park could be organised  so that members could get a ‘physical’ feel of these site.

It was agreed that it would take time for the group to digest the information the maps are providing. There is a need to refine the maps to best suit the groups needs. 

Annie suggested that people take the maps away and consider what addition may be needed and strategies for best using the maps. These suggestions should be sent back to Annie who will devise a preliminary working plan. This will be available for consultation and refinement.
