Treasurer’s report: Nil
President’s report: Nil
General Business:

1. Filsell block. Annie reported that the purchase details are being worked through and should be finalised in the coming months. 
2. Telecom cable laying. Erik is co-coordinating this work in the Park. There has been some concern about working in the Park when it is wet. Erik is also ensuring that vehicles are correctly disinfected before they can work on site. Approximately 80metres has been tunneled under good vegetation, 300 metres has been ripped and cable laid. There is still around 70 metres to be done. It is hoped it will all be finished by summer.
3. Correctional  Services have completed some work in the Park. They have concentrated on the olives in the creeks on the southern boundary. They drilled and filled large ones, cut and swabbed small ones and pulled smaller ones. There are still a large number of small ones to remove. They also checked for rabbits and estimated there are still 20 to 30 warrens in the Wilson zone.
4. Maps. Annie is still looking for comments about how best to use the maps we will generate from the survey. The aim is to be able to produce maps that will make up a management/ action plan that will guide the work we undertake.
5. Bridal creeper. It was commented on by the group that there is a lot of bridal creeper throughout the Park. In particular it will be ready for flowering soon.

The group has applied for funds to combat bridal creeper, plus other weeds, but feared the funds would only be available after the optimum time for control.

Motion: That the Friends Group allocate $1300 from its funds for Bridal Creeper control.
