Business arising from previous minutes:

1. Clean up Australia Day. 
There was a very successful day with the Barossa 4WD Club with a combined number of over 20 people. As a group we mainly concentrated on removing boneseed in the mine site adjacent to the Park on the north east boundary. The majority of the weed was removed although some work needs to be carried out around the back of the mine and isolated plants along the fence. 
The support from the 4WD drive club was greatly appreciated with an enjoyable day overall. A letter of thanks expressing our appreciation has been sent.

2. Removal of mistletoe. 
It was agreed that the group should speak to Steve Taylor about the possibility of the National Parks removing the mistletoes from the identified Pink gum. It was felt that this would help with the health of the tree and its long term survival. Steve Clarke to speak to Steve Taylor about the possibility of this work being carried out.

3. Extending genetic footprint of Park.
 Jenny Slocombe attended one of our working bees and is still interested in assistance from the group to revegetate an area on her parent’s property. The group has a quantity of seed but feels it should survey the site as a part of the planning phase. In particular to identify any existing native vegetation that may be disturbed by revegetation.

It was agreed that interested members should visit the site and provide recommendations about the revegetation. Steve Clarke to contact Jenny to organize an appropriate time. Members who are interested and available can then be part of the visit.

4. Enviro grant funds.
There was much discussion about organizing the work associated with this grant. To prioritise the work, it was felt that the group should refer to the vegetation survey that was carried out, in particular the maps that can be generated from the data. The group currently has the data but not the software or base map to produce individual maps of particular weeds, vegetation etc. To overcome this Steve Clarke will speak to Steve Taylor about mapping programs and base maps the Department has that we could use. If possible, an exiting users license the Department has, may be able to be extended to the group so it can produce appropriate maps.

After some observation and discussion it was agreed that the time was right to carry out control measures (spot spraying) of Pentaschistis within the next few weeks. An area close to the Hostel, near the road was identified as a good place to start the work as there was good vegetation that was being invaded by the weed.
Steve Clarke to contact Education, Environment and Information Products and Services (contractor) to carry out the work.
It was agreed to cap this first stage to $500.

The group will then make decisions about the next phase of the program, in particular, after they look at maps generated from the data.
