Business arising from previous minutes:

Pest animal control
The contractors are still working in the Park. To date they have treated  up to 100 warrens. They are taking great care to minimise  ‘off target’ i.e. echidnas and goannas. They monitor their work  and are  able to identify sites that would normally provide shelter for these animals. For example tree hollows and termite mounts etc. The contractors  feel that very few warrens if any are being used by these  animals.  The group feels confident with the contractors work, noting there will be an overall nett benefit to the Park by controlling rabbits. 

New trails 
Work is continuing on the establishment of the new trails. There is still a need to control the potential erosion on the sand dune in the centre of the Park that the new trail crosses, especially as it is part of the fire track with the need to allow vehicles to cross it.

Department of correction services
The crew has been working in the Park removing bone seed. The group has also removed the fences that had surrounded the new section. This includes the fence that created the Mark Bonnin walk.  

Small equipment grant
Kym has completed and submitted the grant application for a shipping container to store the group’s tools and equipment. The grant was for a total of  $2500. 

Enviro funds grant.
Kym has also contacted the Department regarding an extension of the grant period. He is hoping to hear back in the near future.

Barry Hutchins publication and launch.
A date was set for the launch on the 10th of April, at 10.30 am at the Youth Hostel.
To date the publication has been reviewed and changes have been made to the text etc. 

Graham is working on suitable maps. We have permission to use maps from Atlas SA.

Margaret will do the final edit (including maps, ISBN  etc ) formatting and then send a hard copy to Barry for final approval. This should happen in the next week. Once this is completed it can be converted into a PDF and then we can print off copies.

The PDF will also be loaded onto our web site after the official launch

It was estimated that  the initial  printing and launch will cost around $500. There are a number of different sources of funding we can approach for these funds.

1. The Friends of Parks inc 

2. Catchment Board.

Paul and Margaret will follow these up.

Kym will organize the actual day including invitations, booking of the hostel, ensuring RSVPs, publicity etc. Kym will book the Hostel for the Saturday night before the launch so if people would like to stay over night  they will be able to. 

Graham will look after the catering. We feel that around 50 people will attend. We are planning for a barbeque with salads and light refreshments.

Ozgreen
Steve Clarke passed on information abut a group called Ozgreen. This is  a non profit organization that works with youth between the ages of 13 and 25. They help youth develop leadership skills.
