Ranger’s report: 


141 rabbit warrens have been blasted using approximately 450 charges. Follow up 
work is now being done on warrens which have been reopened. The DEH 
contractors Mike Young and Garry Norton are very experienced operators and are 
familiar with the habits of the reptiles and echidnas which might use the warrens.

DEH plan to remove some of the internal fencing wire in the Park, but not the 
posts. Some fire track maintenance is also planned.

General Business:

Steve suggested that some revegetation or rehabilitation work could be done in the 
paddock at the front of the hostel. Simon suggested that ripping of bare paddock areas and old vehicle tracks may stimulate germination of any native seeds in the soil Inspection revealed that there are significant areas of Danthonia and other native grasses already re-establishing in this area.
Other issues considered were whether disturbance would favor weed growth and the need to protect germinating plants from grazing pressure.
