President’s report: 

Within general business

General Business:

1. Ranger’s report.

Steve expressed thanks to the out-going committee for their hard work and commitment to the Park. He also wished the incoming committee well and offered his support. 

He thanked the group for their overall work in the Park this year, in particular their assistance with the Banksia trials. 

There is a possibility to have a group of people from Correctional Services working in the park. The work must be clearly defined and be for about one week.

Some work will be carried out in the park by Howard McBeth who is from the South Para Bio-diversity Group.

Steve had a number of awards that he has been holding since 2000 and passed them onto the group. They were:

· Certificate of appreciation to the whole group for the work they have undertaken 

· Certificate of appreciation to Maurice Roche for his work in the Park.

Steve commented on the increased staffing levels at Para Wirra. He felt that this will help in improving not only the administration within the office but also ongoing field work. 

2. Vegetation survey.

Annie and Scotte have been entering the data from the field sheets. Much of this work may be finished by the next meeting, so some maps may be available for the group to see.

Annie indicated that there may be some funds available to pay for the last section of the Park to be surveyed. If this is possible this would complete the Park survey.

3. Todays working bee.

Work was carried out east of the Banksia trial. Bone seed was hand pulled as well as cut and swabbed. A number of olives and Blow fly bushes were also noticed near the walkway and need to be followed up.

Rabbit warrens were found and co-ordinates recorded. 

The prickly pear infestation on the eastern side of the park was also checked and will need some follow up work.

Annie to arrange resources for next working bee to tackle these pests.
